Many peo-

ple think of this weekend as the end of summer 

and the beginning of the school year. Labor 

Day is a federal holiday that was signed into 

law in 1894 and is dedicated to the social and 

economic achievement of the common worker. 

This holiday is in honor of you. 

 

Another thing to think about as we enjoy the 

Labor Day holiday is the reality that our cur-

rent labor agreement with Boeing ex-

pires at midnight September 8, 2012, 

just one year from now. I don’t have 

to remind any of you that the last two 

contracts ended with a labor strike. 

Are you prepared for the possibility 

of another one? It could happen as 

issues such as health insurance, pen-

sion and job security will be on the 

negotiating table. 

 

I want to challenge every member to 

become financially prepared over the 

next year in the event of a work stop-

page. On September 2, 2011, you 

will receive a union negotiated cost 

of living adjustment (COLA) fol-

lowed by a general wage increase 

(GWI) which will be rolled into your 

base wage. Consider setting aside 

these increases for that “rainy day” if 

it happens. You might be surprised 

how much you will have saved by 

the time our next contract rolls 

around.
